7. The 2011 YG District Broadcast Staff is selected based on the submissions.

PRODUCER-Oversees newscast production. Supervises writing. Gives final script approval. Organizes the order of the newscast. Selected previous year.

PRODUCER CANDIDATE: Must be a junior with previous media experience.  Oversee newscast production. Supervise writing. Give final script approval. Organize the order of the newscast. Students must apply for this position.  Student will submit Broadcast Application, Candidate Application, picture, video, and a storyboard that shows what your plan was for your video.

If more than one applies for this position, there will be an election at the Training & Election Workshop.  Once elected the candidate will run at the State Conference representing the District.  Regardless of the outcome at State, the winner of the District election will be the District Producer for the 2011 District Conference.

The Producer determines the following positions:

ANCHORS: Sit on a "news set" and introduce the reporters to the audience through short summaries of the stories. 

REPORTERS: Go out into the field and shoot stories that have been assigned to them by the producer. The topics will vary from light news to serious.

TECHNICAL: Shoot and edit the newscast. Supervise all technical aspects, from news introduction to the stories and the closing credits.  You must be able to be an anchor or a reporter if needed.

Only a limited number of students are selected to move on to the State Broadcast Staff.  The District Broadcast Producer and Broadcast Section Leader determine who moves on based on allocations.

If you are not selected to be part of the State Broadcast Staff, you can still attend the State Conference.  Speak to your Advisor for section options.
