ASSIGNMENT

Submit a folder with 5-10 pictures attached by the deadline.  Add a caption to each story.  Place each picture needs to be on a white or black paper.  Hole punch the paper and place in the folder.  Include a story that includes one of the pictures. The picture should tell a story in itself.  
Choose one of the following:

1. Collect photos of real situations that pertain to the government or courts.  Example: pictures of a hearing committee, a town hall meeting, a city council meeting or member, a senator, a representative, an election, a primary, a group protesting something, or a courtroom scene.  Be creative but safe.  Make sure pictures are allowed if you are in a meeting. 
2. Highlight a YG Alumni with pictures.  Write a story on him/her.

3. Tell a story of your YG Club through pictures.  Select one key picture to highlight in a story that you will submit along with your pictures. 
PLEASE NOTE: photojournalist will also be asked to write stories at District and State Conference, so please make sure that you have reviewed the Print Manual and Print Media Projects to Prepare for District and State.

3. Gather information needed to complete newspaper.

4. Create Newspaper.  (2 page minimum)

5. Submit two copies of the newspaper and application by the due date of ________________.  This MUST be at the District Director’s Office by this date.  If you Email the newspaper, please make sure you send it in PDF format if you use editing software that is not part of the Office Suite.

6. All submissions reviewed.

7. The 2011 YG District Print Staff is selected based on the submissions.

If selected to be part of the Print Staff for the District Conference:

1. You will be notified by ______________.

2. You MUST attend the YG Training and Election on _______________. If you are unable to attend, your spot will be given to another applicant.

If you are not selected to be part of the Print Staff, then complete the requirements of your backup section in YG. Only a limited number of students are selected to move on to the State Print Staff.  The Editor and Adult Print Section Leader determine this.  If you are not selected to be part of the State Print Staff, you can still attend the State Conference in January.  Speak to your Advisor for section options.  Those selected for the State Print Staff are announced at the Closing Ceremony at the District Conference on ____________.
